The changes in the world politics and economy occur
after the end of the "cold war". After the 2008 interna-
tional financial crisis, the need for reforming of the
world order is becoming increasingly apparent. Howev-
er, the economically well-developed countries tradi-
tionally firmly hold the old world order, insist that all
democratic rules has adopted by the western countries,
are must comply with all the countries. Russia and Chi-
na as permanent members of the UN Security Council
do a lot within the organization in order to strengthen
international peace and international security. UN Mem-
ber States should, by means of the broad and democrat-
ic consultations, taking into consideration the interests
and concerns of all sides to look forward for finding a
"comprehensive" version of the solution to achieve a
consensus as much as possible. Chinais ready to main-
tain contacts with all sides to apply common efforts to
promote the development of the Security Council re-
forming process in a direction that would have favored
the preservation of the common interests of the United
States and the cohesion of its members. China and
Russia support rational and necessary reforms of the
UN Security Council that are aimed at enhancing its
authority and efficiency, as well as a more strict imple-
mentation of its obligations under the peace and securi-
ty on the planet. As important members (SCO), China
and Russia are the leading force for promoting a multi-
polar world and democratization of international rela-
tionships, with broad common interests in promoting
the reform of the global financial system to increase the
representativeness of fast developing countries.

INTERNATIONAL RUSSIAN-CHINESE COOPERATION IN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE UNITED
NATIONS (UN) AND THE REGIONAL SHANGHAI COOPERATION ORGANIZATION (SCO)

After the ‘cold war’ the world policy and economic architectonics have changed. Countries with
emerging markets extend their influence. Especially, after the international financial crisis in 2008 a
necessity of world order reformation becomes more and more apparent. Nevertheless, economically
developed countries keep a firm hold on the old world order and insist that all the countries are bound
to adhere to every democratic rule adopted by the Western countries. For this reason, even some res-
olutions of the UN Security Council are not selectively implemented.

Due to the powers granted by the UN by its Charter and its unique internationality, the organiza-
tion is able to solve the problems that the humanity has faced in the XXI century, such as peace and
security, climate change, sustainable development, human rights, disarmament, terrorism, humanitari-
an crises and emergencies, gender equality, management, food production and many others.

UN provides a space where representatives of each country can express their views at the
General Assembly, Security Council, Economic and Social Council and other agencies and
committees. By promoting a dialogue between member states and assisting at negotiations it be-
comes a machine that governments of different countries use to find common ground and solve prob-
lems in cooperation.

To ensure the world peace and security they take effective actions collectively preventing and
eliminating a threat to peace and suppressing the acts of war or other disturbances of peace with
peaceful means in accordance with the principles of justice and international law, settling international
disputes and situations that can lead to peace breaking. Friendly relations between nations are devel-
oped based on respect to the principle of people equality and self-determination, and other proper
measures are taken to strengthen the universal peace [19, p. 118].

Russia and China, as permanent members of the UN Security Council (UN SC), do a lot of work
within this organization to strengthen the international peace and international security. As Sha Zukan,
the UN Under-Secretary-General for Economic and Social Affairs, said, “I am sure that almost each
member of the UN can feel the growing influence of China” [3]. The two countries try to find accepta-
ble compromises for the key directions for reform, including the UN Security Council, of which they are
permanent members, and UN Charter. As A. Denisov, the Russian Federation (RF) ambassador in the
People’s Republic of China (PRC), thinks, cooperation between the two countries in respect to the
widest range of international concerns benefits the climate, both in Asia-Pacific region and in the
whole world.

1) China and Russia patrticipated jointly in the reform of the UN Security Council.

As the great powers, to affirm this status. both Beijing and Moscow will widen their range of in-
terests and responsibility to maximum, participating in the development of the main directions of the
UN reform, especially in reforming the Security Council and amending the organization’s Charter.
When reforming the UN Security Council, priority should be given to increasing the representation of
developing countries, in particular African countries. China’s Foreign Policy reports that the PRC is in
favor of preparing the contents of the reform program by democratic negotiations that will allow for the
project of such transformations to gain general widest support [2, ¢.328].

The UN Security Council is an agency with the least of members and the greatest powers; it
bears major responsibility for peace protection and stability on the planet. Reforms of the Security
Council are important part of reforms of the UN and they touch upon five crucial issues: enlarging the
Security Council, the veto, working methods, regional representation and interaction between the Se-
curity Council and other UN agencies [10].
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The above issues need a complex solution that would be based on unanimity of views on a
wide range of problems reached by the UN member countries. Indeed, the members of international
community have already reached unanimity of opinions in respect to reforming of the UN SC. Howev-
er, such actions as rush toward quick fix, preliminary announcement of results or compulsive promo-
tion of unprepared projects will conflict with the original intention to implement reforms, take adverse
effect on solidarity of the UN members, harm the reform process and contradict the interests of each
party. Thorough understanding of the UN SC reforms promotes the goal of reforming — “enhancing its
democratism, justice, transparency, effectiveness, and accountability”.

Indeed, increasing the Security Council membership is but one of the options presented. If the
reform is seen as the best opportunity for some countries to “obtain the membership in priority”, this
will, undoubtedly, alienate the reform process from its goals and guiding principles. Thorough under-
standing of the Security Council reforms promotes the UN’s interests in general and solidarity among
the member states in the largest scale.

The reason why the Security Council reform working group established in 1993 hasn’t still
reached the unanimity of opinions on any project or conception in view of grave differences between
the UN member countries when it comes to the reform details, in other words, none of the projects or
conceptions receives sufficient support from the majority. And the reform projects that give rise to ma-
jor disputes aggravate the already complicated Security Council reform process.

The history and experience demonstrate that aspiration for quick success in complex circum-
stances doesn’t benefit the general progress of the Security Council reforms. The reforming is very
complicated, and the more complicated it is, the more it is necessary for the Council members to make
propositions, share their experience and intensify consultations. Only through extensive consultations
carried out on the basis of democracy and accounting for the interests of each party we can find a
complex solution of this issue and reach high degree of consensus.

Chinese scholar Fan Li points out that as to the reform of the UN Security Council, China em-
phasizes that by extensive and democratic consultations, accounting for the interests and concerns of
each party, the UN member states should try to find the “comprehensive” solution, reach unanimity of
opinions at maximum. China is ready to keep in touch with every party, make joint efforts with them,
promote the Security Council reform process into the direction that would contribute to maintaining the
common interests of the UN and solidarity of the member states [16, p. 148].

Chinese scholar Li Duniang writes that the reform of the Security Council deals with the role of
the UN in the future and the common interests of its member countries, which is why this problem
should be solved by all the Security Council member countries through democratic negotiations. He
reaffirmed the readiness of China to keep supporting the UN SC reform [8, c.14].

Russian researcher V. M. Sergeyev notices that to necessarily remove the “under-
representations” at the UN, the UN Security Council should be reformed [14].

Chinese Scholar Hou Lijuan points out that the stands of China and Russia on the role of the
UN and the two states’ ideas for the organization reform connected with that determine the initial, but,
undoubtedly, important and crucial step in a greater project presuming further structuring of interna-
tional relations in accordance with the guidelines of their development [17, c.114].

Consequently, China and Russia support rational and necessary reforms of the UN Security
Council, aimed at increasing its authority and effectiveness of work, as well as more exact implemen-
tation of its responsibilities to ensure peace and security on the planet. The reforms should be aimed,
in priority, at increasing the UN SC representation of developing countries, in particular African coun-
tries, as well as allow more countries, including medium and small ones, to have a chance to enter the
Security Council in turns and participate in decision-making.

2) China and Russia assist each other within the UN in international problems.

Russia and China are permanent members of the UN Security Council, and without their influ-
ential and authoritative say no important issue of modernity can be solved.

New burning international issues, challenges and threats emerged in recent years on global and
regional levels have predetermined the occurrence of many new areas of common ground and
spheres of practical cooperation. Profitable bilateral partnership in international affairs is based on
similarity of the national interests of Russia and China, concurrence of the Moscow’s and Beijing’s ap-
proaches to the central global issues: future world order, strategic stability, dominating position of the
UN, etc.

In the context of attempts of using globalization processes to gain unilateral economical and
geopolitical advantages, Russia and China’s assertion of multilateralism in international affairs, re-
spect to state sovereignty, right of the peoples to choose the path of development independently as-
sume special significance.

The two countries also have such a quality, valuable in the modern world, as mutual civilization-
al, political and ideological tolerance.

Both parties absolutely support each other in the issues addressing their key interests.
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The Chinese counterpart supports Russia in combating terrorism and separatism, and Russia
renders its strong support to the PRC in issues connected with Taiwan, Tibet and Xinjiang.

By making joint efforts to promote political settlement of the Syria crisis, combat Ebola the par-
ties made an important contribution into the securing of peace and balance in the world.

A perfect example is effective collaboration of the two countries in a search for the ways of
peaceful settlement of the situation on the Korean peninsula. Both countries vote for continuation of
six-party negotiations, the final objective of which is status of denuclearization of the Korean peninsula
accompanied by providing safeguards and creating conditions for successful social and economic de-
velopment of all the states in the region.

Moscow and Beijing esteem the problems of Afghanistan from the same viewpoints. This coun-
try should become independent, democratic and prosperous, free from terrorism and narcotics, living
in peace and harmony with its neighbors and all the international community.

As many other world’s nations, Russia and China are concerned with continuing violence esca-
lation in Iraq and stress the importance of speedy stabilization of the situation through the develop-
ment of an intra-Iraq dialogue oriented at building a national consensus on the main parameters of this
country’s future constitution. In Moscow and Beijing’s opinion, additional dynamics to the Iraq post-
crisis recovery efforts can be given by a representational international conference.

The director of China International Issues Research Institute Qu Xing writes that, as permanent
members of the UN SC, China and Russia have adopted identical positions having reached profound
understanding in a number of international issues [20].

For example, in respect to the Syrian conflict both China and Russia do not find it suitable to
impose their will with military strikes, and this is why they exercised their veto at the UN SC voting.

As for Iran nuclear issue, both countries are in favor of its solving by negotiations and consulta-
tions considering sanctions not a pivotal method.

Regarding the situation on the Korean peninsula, China and Russia arguing against North Ko-
rea to have the nuclear weapon unanimously voted at the UN Security Council for sanctions against
the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK). Nevertheless, they are in favor of this problem to
be solved by resuming six-party negotiations.

China and Russia urge all countries to observe the UN Charter strictly and to search effective
methods of world protection and security in the new political situation.

In reality, in this situation the new security conception is reflected and this conception amounts
to securing by means of cooperation and coordination of the positions [4].

3) Cooperation of Russia and the PRC in the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO).

The international Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO), founded in 2001 by the leaders of
China, Russia, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan, is a regional organization, which is
forming on the basis of Chinese-Russian strategic cooperation [15].

Russia made a point of the SCO forming in the international situation after the end of the cold
war. “The joint statement of the PRC and RF leaders on the Moscow meeting” signed by the China’s
and Russia’s leaders in June, 2009, contains a part about bilateral cooperation in Central Asia and the
SCO, and it indicates a profound influence of this organization on the Chinese-Russian relations in
Central Asia.

The SCO supports international cooperation between China and Russia, promotes a multipolar
world model, new political bases of security, improves the strategic conditions of countries and it laid
the historical foundation of the Chinese-Russian relations in Central Asia. It is an input of the two
countries to the regional and international peace. [21, p. 38].

Strengthening of mutual trust, maintenance of security, development assistance, people’s lives
improvement and promotion of exchanges were chosen as focus areas of the cooperation. Creation of
the harmonious region, guarantee of lasting peace, stimulation of cooperative development, transfer of
friendship traditions from generation to generation are the common goals of organization.

Multilevel meetings in different areas begin to form gradually: meetings of prime-ministers dur-
ing annual summit meetings, state departments of foreign affairs, defense, trading, transport, security,
law enforcement authorities, education, culture, including exchanges of nongovernmental organiza-
tions and institutions. There are most achievements in cooperation in security area: important interna-
tional treaties are made, joint war games are held, actions against international terrorism are coordi-
nated. All SCO member states have met and keep meeting attacks of international terrorists. Due to
withdrawal of international forces out of Afghanistan this danger can increase. There are several im-
portant themes in this block of issues: combating drug traffic, information security, problems connected
with illegal migration.

Premier of the State Council of the PRC Li Kegiang during the 12" meeting of the SCO member
states’ political executives in Tashkent (Uzbekistan) with the prime-minister of Russia D. A. Medvedev
mentioned that the SCO is an important platform for Chinese-Russian strategic cooperation and the
parties should keep close contacts within this organization and encourage development of the SCO to
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achieve new success in the area of security provision and practical cooperation. It is necessary to pro-
tect peace, stability and development in the region and all over the world collectively.

D. A. Medvedev declared that the Russian counterpart intended to deepen cooperation in secu-
rity area and to strengthen cooperation within the SCO to support stability and prosperity in Central
Asia [9].

Chinese expert Wang Tao writes that by joining forces, through variety of declarations, an-
nounces, agreements, conventions, contracts the SCO has obtained broad consensus and gained
understanding. This organization forms concerted mechanisms of political regulations which become
important principle of relationships between the member states. These principles, which can be ap-
plied also for Chinese-Russian relations, financial or nonfinancial, institutional and non-institutional
ones, have regulative role for the bilateral relationship. It is necessary to say that the SCO has made
an additional contribution into the Chinese-Russian relations, to maintain the opportunity for both par-
ties to play an active role [1, p.46].

The SCO is able to guarantee a “buffer” playing a double role for Chinese-Russian relations: to
produce a mechanism for peaceful resolution of problems and a function of contradictions coordina-
tion. In a certain sense, the SCO is a common mechanism for coordination and compromise; it can get
formulation of ideas and interests of all the parties and adapt them to each other. Russian Nezavisi-
maya Gazeta made a comment: “China and Russia interests coincide in the fact that the region should
independently ensure its stability and security without interference of external forces, and it creates
opportunities for cooperation in this strategic area” [6]. According to some forecasts, the SOC will en-
able to influence on the environment of Central Asia, while Eurasian Economic Community and Col-
lective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO or “Tashkent Treaty”) [12] will not.

The SCO is an important place of institutional influence for China and Russia.

Institutionally, in the SCO Russia and China have equal say in economic calculations. Opinions
and proposals of Russia are highly valued.

However, there are differences between China and Russia related to their cooperation. And it is
a normal occurrence due to the following reasons. The countries have different historical ties with
Central Asia, but above all both political positions in Central Asia are also different. Central Asia,
which was formerly a part of the Soviet Union, is a special region for Russia, their relations are associ-
ated with historical and political complex which was named the “Complex of Imperia” and other coun-
tries were not parts of it. Due to this complex other large countries acting in Central Asia run into in-
stinctive opposition of Russia, prohibited areas. Historical complex is just a set of mind problem; it is a
question of politics and political positioning.

Solving of security problems is directly connected to the issue of the SCO’s further extension.
Political expert Yu. Tavrovsky thinks: “If it comes to the point that the SCO will extend and such coun-
tries as Pakistan, India, Afghanistan, Iran will become its members, this organization will be similar in
its importance to the European Union” [5, p. 19].

Chinese-Soviet military cooperation during the 50s of the past century was precisely that, and
nowadays NATO is the same. As national power of the PRC rises permanently, Russia is anxious that,
in case of deepening the bilateral relations, China’s influence will raise, nonalignment policy of the
PRC and RF will promote the stable development of the bilateral relations. However, Russia and Chi-
na hold a ground antiterrorist war games annually within the SCO, since 2012 they hold combined
maneuvers at sea.

Russia is interested first of all in military and political cooperation within the SCO, combating ex-
tremism, separatism and terrorism. Since 2003 the Regional Anti-Terrorist Structure (RATS) functions.

In 2012 the PRC and RF held an exercise coded as “Sea cooperation-2012” which was the first
combined maneuvers at sea out of the SCO. The importance of military and political cooperation in the
SCO increases against the background of events in Afghanistan, which was left by the most of NATO
forces in 2014. In 2014 the most extensive anti-terrorist exercise of the SCO forces was held in the
territory of China. More than 7000 of military men and almost 500 units of military equipment, including
planes, helicopters, tanks, military vehicles and so on took part in this exercise. In an opinion of an
international problems expert, head of Chinese blog portal Ma Xiaolin, this Chinese-Russian war
games are notable for the first changing of the maneuver code. Coming games coincide with “cooper-
ation of comprehensive strategic communication and partnership” that is established between the
PRC and RF, special intercommunications were proved and deepened in military area again. By com-
bined war games the parties will increase capability of actions against new challenges and threats at
sea, coordination skills, will promote defense of peace and stability in Asia-Pacific and all over the
world.

Strategic consultations and military cooperation of China and Russia are not aimed at any trou-
ble spot in any region. More likely, their cooperation reflects the comprehensive tendency of China
and Russia connected with strengthening and development of cooperation in regional and internation-
al affairs. Jiang Yi noticed that the pathos of the Russian counterpart manifested in this combined war
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game is related to the Russian strategy in APR. The parties increase the quantity of combined war
games, moreover, the degree of their concurrence is deepened and this tendency should not be ne-
glected. The nonalignment policy of China and Russia still has practical and flexible effect in anti-
terrorism and geopolitical security. Some northern scientists analyze interests of China and Russia
within the SCO from the ideological standpoint. They consider that “political regimes of the SCO mem-
bers have analogous traits, such as, for example, greater concentration of power. The SCO members
have an aim to guarantee stability of their political regimes with the help of the SCO” [19].

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization is the most important and even the only multilateral
mechanism for China in Central Asia. No other mechanism can replace it for China. The Chinese
counterpart carefully discharges the functions of the presiding state in the SCO, actively realizing
agreements reached by the heads of the SCO members, actively developing cooperation of the SCO
in politics, security, economy, humanitarian and diplomatic areas, and due to these actions the organi-
zation is successfully developing, its mechanism is improving and international authority is increasing.

It is not so important for Russia, as far as there are Eurasian Economic Community and Collec-
tive Security Treaty Organization besides the SCO. The two mechanisms acting in Central Asia are
dominant and main for Russia. The SCO and they do not necessarily contradict one another and don’t
claim to be exclusive, in reality they are partners. Nevertheless, Russia doesn’t want to wend the way
of boarders uniting with the SCO cooperation.

So, China and Russia, as permanent members of the United Nations Security Council, bear
special responsibility for peace and security all over the world and try to find acceptable compromises
related to the main reform directions in the UN: extension of the Security Council, the veto, working
methods, geographical representation and communication between the Security Council and other
United Nation agencies.

As important SCO members, China and Russia are leading forces in supporting of polycentric
world formation and democratization of international relations, having broad common interests in pro-
moting of global financial system reforms to increase representatively of rapidly developing econo-
mies. Chinese counterpart supports Russia in combating terrorism and separatism, and Russia sup-
ports the PRC in issues related to Taiwan, Tibet and Xinjiang. The parties cooperate in supporting of
political crisis resolution in such countries as Syria, Afghanistan, Irag, in combating Ebola.

At the same time Russia and China come under criticism of west scientists for greater concen-
tration of power and providing of their political regimes stability with help of the SCO.

It is also necessary to say that for China the SCO is the most important multilateral mechanism
in Central Asia. It is not so important for Russia, as far as there are Eurasian Economic Community
and Collective Security Treaty Organization besides the SCO.

However China and Russia as two world powers and permanent members of the United Na-
tions Security Council intent to communicate and support concurrence in such grave world and re-
gional problems to play important stabilizing role in peace and security making in the region and all
over the world. Beijing and Moscow need the further deepening of strategic cooperation in internation-
al affairs, and it not only meets the interests of the two countries, but corresponds to the aim of the
creation of a new fair and rational world order.
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
