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The article examines Russia's relations with the territo-
ries of post-Soviet, Pro-Russian oriented in its political,
economic and socio-cultural areas of development. Ana-
lyzes the military capabilities of these enclave regions
from the point of view of creating arcs of safety in East-
ern Europe and the Caucasus with the aim of countering
NATO expansion to the East. The issue of national secu-
rity has consistently revealed during the study of exter-
nal threats to Russia in the early 1990s, the conse-
quences of the USSR collapse, and conceptual ap-
proaches to the formation of a new foreign policy
course of Russia. Examines the military-political situa-
tion in Transnistria, Abkhazia, South Ossetia, and the
breakaway territories of Ukraine from the position of
loyalty to Russian politics. The participation of Russia
in conflict resolution in the post-Soviet space is given to
explain the position that the government took in terms
of constitutional crisis, draws a parallel with public sen-
timent and support for the breakaway territories by
broad segments of the population, including Russian
Cossacks. The authors analyzes the concept of soft
power from the point of view of impact on migration
flows and ethnic diasporas, the conclusion is that the
instrument has not been used and utilized to the full
extent that did little possible Russia's influence on the
political and humanitarian processes in the world and
particular countries of post-Soviet space. The diplomat-
ic efforts of Russia on normalization of relations in the
self-proclaimed and partially recognized republics of the
former USSR has shown that before the military inter-
vention of Georgia in South Ossetia in 2008, Russia
supported the international legal principle of territorial
integrity of States.

TERRITORIAL ENCLAVES OF FORMER USSR IN THE CONTEXT OF RUSSIAN
NATIONAL SECURITY

The collapse of the USSR in 1991 led to a number of important geopolitical consequences,
which significantly influenced at the policies of Russia's national security. Especially important in this
context was the issue acquired conceptual design of Russian foreign policy based on national interest,

specifying concepts of its.

The aim of this article is to analyze the relations between Russia and the territorial enclaves in
the former Soviet Union space in the context of national security.

National security problem is relevant and controversial today. The traditional understanding of
the concept suggests protection from aggression by external enemies of the state.
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National security is intended to provide the citizens for the normal conditions of the existence, to
defend their lives, freedom and property against any attacks. Geopolitical dimension of national securi-
ty involves the protection and preservation of the sovereignty and territorial integrity of nation.

Following to the ideas of security means a series of measures, among which are the strength-
ening of the role of the state in modern international relations; protection of national interests; preser-
vation of military and political sovereignty; the designation of regions that are subject to the vital inter-
ests of the country.

Russia's national security system is determined by its geopolitical position and determines the
role and place of the Russian state in the modern world.

In the analysis of the current international situation should take into account the totality of exter-
nal domestic and cross-border threats that directly affect the national security of Russia.

The most significant external threats to Russia after the collapse of the Soviet Union included:
demonstration of military forces near the borders of Russia, as well as exercises with provocative pur-
poses; presence near the border of Russia hotbeds of armed conflict; discrimination and the suppres-
sion of the human rights, freedoms and legal interests of Russian citizens in foreign countries; instabil-
ity and weakness of state institutions in the neighboring countries, etc.

Occupying a vast area, with outlets to the sea, as well as having a system of space, air and sea
navigation, Russia held a rare potential for active and effective participation in international processes
and the impact on the global political changes in general. At the same time the value of the territory,
diverse and multi-faceted nature of the contact with other countries made it difficult to use the availa-
ble funds for the development and retention of the space in the interests of national security. There-
fore, an important aspect for the study began territorial units of the former USSR, which are currently
not part of Russia, however, implement a sustainable policy of cooperation on the basis of historical,
religious and socio-cultural community development.

From the end of the Cold War finished a confrontation between two ideological systems, and
Russia became the legal successor of the Soviet Union, including in international relations. After it re-
mains a permanent seat in the UN Security Council, as well as a number of other international organi-
zations. Russia also retained the second largest after the US nuclear missile potential.

The negative consequences of the collapse of the superpower were the next: the loss of a large
area, the collapse of the missile defense system, debt of the former USSR. Navy had lost bases in the
Baltic States, Ukraine, and Georgia.

In this connection with the withdrawal of Soviet troops from the territories of the Baltic States
and Germany broke up the military infrastructure, which includes military bases, airports, machinery,
warehouses.

The formation of new national interests occurred in the conditions of an updated foreign policy
doctrine and flirting with the West. There is an urgent need to rethink the role of Russia in the current
geopolitical configuration. Debunking the ideas of communism led to the loss of the national idea,
which could not affect the public consciousness of Russian people.

One of the key issues was the preservation of territorial integrity. An important aspect of ensur-
ing security in the early 1990s. acquired factor of the state border: the lack of legislation designed bor-
ders led to a significant number of territorial disputes both in Russia and in the CIS countries. A result-
ed in a very serious armed conflicts, in which Russia could not remain indifferent to the power of his-
torical responsibility for the peoples living there, in some cases unresolved borders within the CIS in
terms of ethno-political tensions rise.

In the first stages of its existence, Russia has paid insufficient attention to the post-Soviet
space, focusing on solving the internal problems in a constitutional crisis.

However, awareness of the need to form around Russia holistic social and economic, has led to
the adjustment of foreign policy priorities of the military-strategic and transport space.

This goal is expected to be realized through close cooperation within the Commonwealth of In-
dependent States (CIS) — integration association, which would contribute to “development and
strengthening of friendship relations, good neighborhood, inter-ethnic harmony, trust, mutual under-
standing and mutually beneficial cooperation between the Member States” [1].

At the stage of development of a new foreign policy with regard to neighboring countries, until
recently were in close cooperation with each other, it has not been paid attention to such an important
component of methods of influence, as a soft power. The essence of this policy is to create an effec-
tive image of the country through a number of methods, among which include the political public rela-
tions, the possibility of using Russian language, which until recently has been the primary means of
communication in all the Union republics, the prospects for the development of tourism, sports, educa-
tion, culture space, etc.

With the help of impact on migration flows and ethnic diasporas, which are also an important
component of the environment of soft power, it would be possible to achieve common goals and mu-
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tual interest, trust, and on this basis to create the possibility of Russia's influence on the political and
humanitarian processes in the world and specific countries of former Soviet Union.

However, soft power in the early 1990s. was not adopted by Russian politicians for a number of
reasons, including unstable economic situation, the crisis between the legislative and executive au-
thorities, social unrest. In addition, new political elite was not formed, which would be in a position for
a short time to rebuild the political course of the state in line with de-ideologization and lack of great
power ambitions.

Assessment of the political development of contemporary Russia has identified a factor of close
cooperation with a number of post-Soviet regions with similar socio-cultural, religious, geopolitical
characteristics. Particular attention was paid to a number of enclave territories in which the pro-
Russian sentiments have developed since the Soviet collapse. The changing contours of world order
and conditions of national security’ new threats formation support for these regions has acquired stra-
tegic importance for Russia's foreign policy.

One of such territorial enclaves with high sympathies toward Russia is the Pridnestrovian Mol-
davian Republic.

A Brief History of the official opposition of Moldovan authorities and Pridnestrovians, which re-
sulted in armed conflict, allow us to understand the causes of PMR orientation in the direction of Rus-
sia and to evaluate the importance of maintaining Russia’s military presence in the region.

Once in Chisinau, August 27, 1991 was approved the Declaration of Independence of the Re-
public of Moldova. Supreme Council of Transnistria decided to transfer to its subordination of all state
bodies of the Left Bank, and on December 1 of the same year in the Transnistria Region held presi-
dential elections and a referendum on the independence of the Transnistria Region from Moldova.

One of the main causes of conflict confrontation of Moldova with Transnistria became the lan-
guage factor and the infringement of the human rights of Russian-speaking population.

The armed stage of the Moldovan-Transnistrian conflict started in the spring of 1992. Official
Russian authorities were in favor of the territorial integrity of Moldova and the solution to the problem
by political means.

But with the rise of the constitutional crisis in the Russian Supreme Council of the Russian Fed-
eration expressed support for the people of Pridnestrovie in the issue of secession from Moldova, on
the basis of the right to self-determination. On the side of the breakaway Republic's military made the
14th Field Army, by the command of General A. Lebed, stationed at that time in Transnistria.

Significant support of Pridnestrovians made Russian Cossacks, pointing to the Republic its vol-
unteers. Since the beginning of the conflict in Transnistria, Kuban Cossacks, condemning the military
action in the PMR, made an appeal to the Moldovan President M. Snegur. They urged the Republic's
leadership to stop the armed conflict, saying the threat to call the Cossack forces to action “in provid-
ing assistance to the brothers in Transnistria” [2].

The official status of Cossack units in Transnistria was first given the order of K. Kobets, Execut-
ing Minister of Defense in 1991. The document stated that “Russian Cossacks — until legislative solu-
tion of this issue — is recognized as a real combat unit of the RSFSR State Committee for Defense
Issues” [3].

Supporters of Transnistrian independence had already drawn the attention of the Russian au-
thorities on important geo-strategic position of the region in terms of NATO expansion to the east and
the reduction in Russia after the Soviet collapse. In particular, it was emphasized that if Moldova will
continue its policy aimed at union with Romania, Transnistria will be able to exercise the right to self-
determination and to develop their own state without regard to Moldova.

The result of the Moldovan-Transnistrian conflict was the signing of a series of diplomatic ar-
rangements, the establishment of the Joint Control Commission, the emergence of the conflict zone,
the combined peacekeeping forces, including Russian peacekeepers.

After decades, the status of Transnistria continues to be the subject of political discussion, with
the participation of the EU and the US as observers. It remains unchanged loyalty and devotion to
Russia of Transnistrian authorities.

Operational Group of Russian Forces (OGRF) (which replaced the 14th combined-arms army),
numbering according to various estimates from 1000 to 1500, is locating in the PMR. As part of OGRF
remain two separate motorized rifle battalion, security and service battalion, a helicopter detachment,
several support units [4]. Their main task is to peacemaking in the region. Separately, Russian troops
in Transnistria ensure the protection of the military warehouses in the area of Kolbasna village. There
are more than 2,500 wagons of ammunition, more than 100 tanks T-64, about 150 armored combat
vehicles, etc.

Thus, the Russian military promote peace in the Region, preventing the escalation of the armed
conflict in Transnistria, as well as contribute to curb the expansion of NATO to the East.
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Referring to the problems of Russian-Ukrainian relations in the period from 1991 to the present
time, we should consider the consequences of the political crisis-2014, which led to a resurgence of
separatism in the south-eastern regions of contemporary Ukraine. The structure of Ukrainian geo-
graphic south-east area to the 2014 entrance Autonomous Republic of Crimea, Sevastopol, Donetsk,
Dnepropetrovsk, Zaporozh'ie, Luhansk, Mykolaiv, Odessa, Kharkov, and Kherson Regions. Areas
characterized by development of the agricultural and industrial sectors of the economy, with the domi-
nant Russian culture and language. Geographically, most of these areas, except for the Crimea, be-
long to the Novorossia.

In terms of economic factors the south-eastern regions of Ukraine have traditionally been more
developed as the basis of their potential is the sector with significant export potential.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union in the new independent Ukraine has started a course on
tough ukrainization. The actual ban on the use of the Russian language in the courts, ousting the Rus-
sian-speaking component of the film distribution and media, squeezing the Russian language from the
sphere of higher education, and inappropriate in all respects translated Russian names into Ukrainian
voter lists led to increased hostility Russian-speaking population of the state in Ukrainian authorities.

One of the priorities of official Kyiv in the early 1990s. was announced a strategy of accelerated
Euro-Atlantic integration, which involved Ukraine’s entry into NATO. This is directly contrary to the bi-
lateral Russian-Ukrainian agreements enshrined in the Treaty of Friendship, Cooperation and Partner-
ship of 1997.

According to this document, the parties agreed to build their relations on the positions of the
strategic partnership and pledged to refuse to participate or support any action that could harm the
security of other countries [5].

Tensions between Russia and Ukraine escalated as anti-Russian Ukraine’s accession to GUAM
bloc, orange coalition election victory in 2004, growths permanent “gas conflict”.

The open support of Georgia by Ukraine in the August 2008 conflict has exacerbated the al-
ready tense dialogue. Ukraine has become a key supplier of arms and military equipment to Georgia.
But the head of state V. Yushchenko spoke out against Russia’s recognition of Abkhazia and the
South Ossetia. This position of Ukraine meets US and European partners’ sentiment at the time.

The aggravation of the political crisis in Ukraine in 2014 and the change of power system in the
state caused a negative reaction from Russia. The legitimacy of the new government was set by the
Russian side in doubt. One of the main reasons was the adoption of legislation aimed at restricting the
rights of Russian-speaking population of Ukraine.

March 1, 2014, Russian President introduced to the Council of the Federation appeal, in which it
was proposed to use the Russian Armed Forces on the territory of Ukraine. “...The resolution was
adopted on the same day, and provided for the right of the President to use Russian troops on the ter-
ritory of Ukraine “to the normalization of the social-political situation in the country” [6].

For a short time it was proclaimed the independence of the Republic of Crimea and Sevastopol,
signed agreements on their entry into Russia.

In the spring of 2014 proclaimed the independence of Ukraine Luhansk People's Republic and
Donetsk People's Republic. Referendums were held in the territories under their control, adopted
Constitutions, according to which the republics proclaimed sovereign states and subjects of interna-
tional law.

According to the logic of the situation in Transnistria, the breakaway territories of South-East of
Ukraine can establish close relations with Russia in all aspects of cooperation. Nominally, there will
form a single pro-Russian space from Kharkov and Luhansk to Transnistria and Gagauzia, focused on
the merging of military, economic, social and cultural potentials with Russia.

From the first months of opposition DNR and LNR Ukrainian armed forces of a significant num-
ber of volunteers from among Russian citizens, as well as the Cossacks, went to the war zone to sup-
port the breakaway territories. So, for example, Ataman of unofficial Don Cossacks N. Kozitsin as-
sumed command of the National Guard Cossack in Ukraine, announcing the mobilization of volunteer
to protect civilians in the south-east of Ukraine.

Analyzing the situation in Ukraine, the last two years, it should be noted that the most important
territorial gains for the Russian steel Crimea and Sevastopol with rich climatic resources and bases for
the Navy. This strengthened the geopolitical position of Russia in Europe and the Black Sea Region.

The national security of Russia in the Caucasus towards the end of the past — the beginning of
this century evolved given the close historical and cultural ties with the region. To date, Russia has
every reason to maintain a special relationship with all the countries of the South Caucasus, including
the new ones, “unrecognized” Republics of Abkhazia and the South Ossetia, have received official
recognition in 2008.

In Russia at the end of the 1990s. developed justifiable concerns about the creation of the pe-
rimeter of its borders “sanitary” cordon of hostile and focused mainly on the US states, whose policy is
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violated to the existing military-political balance and created would be significant challenges, including
the military, from the point of view of the Russian security.

In the context of the emergence of new threats to Russia’s national interests, new, targeted, in-
cluding those formulated for the achievement of stability in the Caucasus Region. This is, first and
foremost, to ensure the security of Russia’s borders in connection with the changing situation in the
neighboring countries; preventing the development of Chechen separatism, relying on the support of
some of the South-Caucasian republics; prevention interventions in the region of neighboring coun-
tries and military-political blocs that aim to contribute to the settlement of armed conflicts and consoli-
date the situation in the South Caucasus.

With Russia in the early 1990s., the position with regard to ethnic and national conflicts in Ab-
khazia and the South Ossetia was to support Georgia’s territorial integrity. However, the general public
supported the rebel republic in the fight for independence. On the side of the Georgian autonomies
liked the Russian legislature in the face of the Supreme Council of Deputies.

The outcome of the confrontation in the South Ossetia and Georgia in the early 1990s. was the
signing Dagosmys agreements providing for a cease-fire and the establishment of the Joint Control
Commission. Until August 2008 war security in the country provided the mixed peacekeeping force
composed of Russian, Georgian and Ossetian battalions. The status of the republic has remained a
subject of debate for Georgia and international mediation. The basic assistance in economic recon-
struction of the Region was provided by Russian.

About the close relationship between Russia and the South Ossetia after the open phase of the
armed conflict also witnessed the fact of mass obtaining Russian citizenship by residents of the South
Ossetia, as well as a significant number of Russian citizens who hold key political positions in the
breakaway Republic.

Kuban Cossacks, representatives of the Confederation of Caucasus Mountain Peoples, volun-
teers from all over Russia came to Abkhazia to support this local regime in the war of 1992-1993. The
unspoken help to the Republic was provided by the Russian military: at the beginning of the war in
Abkhazia in the area stationed 171st Fighter Wing of the Su-27 in service, as well as military and
Seismological Laboratory in Lower Esher.

Over a long period of political and diplomatic dialogue between Russia and Georgia to resolve
the conflicts in the South Ossetia and Abkhazia from the side of Georgian President made repeated
attempts to internationalize the process. Offering the US role as the main mediator in the peace-
making, Georgia has sought to displace Russia from the political influence zone in the region. Howev-
er, it does not fully succeed.

The results of the August 2008 crisis helped to strengthen Russia’s geopolitical role in the Cau-
casus Region. The logical after the protection of the population from the actual genocide was the
recognition of the independence of Abkhazia and the South Ossetia by analogy with the precedent of
Kosovo that year.

From a moral point of view, Moscow has demonstrated the hard foreign policy and a willingness
to confront the West in supporting the post-Soviet territories.

To date, the stability in the region, supported by the forces of the Russian military presence.
Since 2009, the Russian military contingent in Abkhazia is up to 4 thousand people [7]. The main
points are based former peacekeeping objects and a military airfield in Bombora City, part of the sea-
port in Ochamchira City. The country deployed 7th joint military base of the Russian armed forces.

In the South Ossetia is a similar largest grouping of troops. The main targets are the former lo-
cation of the territory of the Russian peacekeepers in Tskhinval, the cantonment and an air base in
Java City, and the airfield in Kurt Village.

In addition, in the South Caucasus continues to be the 102nd Russian military base in Gyumri. It
is there the group was transferred to the headquarters of Russian troops in the Caucasus from Geor-
gia in 2006-2007. This military facility has 5000th contingent and technically equipped with S-300 and
MiG-29.

In general, describing the importance of maintaining the Russian presence in the Caucasus, it
should be noted that this space is permanently integrated into the Russian reality, which manifests
itself in the form of the existence of numerous diasporas, economic, cultural, migration processes.
Confronting to the spread of US influence in the region is designed to prevent access to the energy
resources of the Caspian Region. And the preservation of strategic partnership with Armenia in the
presence of a permanent military presence in Abkhazia and the South Ossetia will also affect the
strengthening of Russian positions in the region.

The meaning and purpose of contemporary Russian policy in Eastern Europe and the Cauca-
sus could become a process of moving Eurasian values based on the Orthodox understanding of the
meaning of life orientation and move away from individualism and position of double standards. It is
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necessary to prevent the imposition of Western European understanding of religious and ethical val-
ues system of other countries, existing post-Soviet space.

In general, it should be noted that the contact interaction of a number of post-Soviet territories
with Russia, friendly policy and strong economic, social-cultural and military ties contribute to stability
in these regions and prevent conflict potential to expand.

Interaction with friendly minded areas in the Eastern European and Caucasus areas, including
non-recognized and partially recognized autonomy could strengthen Russia’s military position. It is
necessary to clearly define the area of the Russian military-strategic space and prevent the appear-
ance in it of the armed forces of third states, as well as the entry of certain parts of this space in the
anti-Russian military-political blocs and alliances.
